Secondary Pass Certificate or First Degree Certificate by Distance or
Correspondence method shall also be considered as eligible for Three
Year Law Course.

Further provided that, no candidate from the Open University
having a Degree contrary of the U.G.C. Act and regulations and contrary
to Rules of Legal Education shall be eligible.

(¢)  The qualifications of 10" (SSC), 12" (HSC) (+2) and Graduation
may be obtained through any mode (Distance / Correspondence / Open
schooling method).

Explanation.---1: If letter grades are assigned at SSC, HSC, Degree, Diploma or its equivalent examination the
candidate must submit the certificate of conversion of letter grades into marks from the competent authority at the
time of submission of application form. The eligibility shall be decided based on the basis of equivalent marks.

Explanation.---2: The Grades or Marks are considered on the basis of which the Class of Degree is awarded by
respective University or Board.

Explanation.---3: The percentage of marks shall be calculated by rounding off to nearest integer (Except Law
Courses).

Explanation.---4: If the Candidate reappears for the qualifying examination with all subjects then the marks
obtained in the latest examination shall only be considered.
